Local First Coalition Success Stories Touted
Antelope Valley – (August 17, 2009)  The Local First Coalition, a grassroots effort created in Fall 2008 to help stop the flow of money out of the valley and to boost the economy here, has revealed numerous business success stories as a result of “buying locally.” 


A local school president who contracted with AV Web Design for a redesign of his firm’s Web site saw the number of inquiries skyrocket 600 percent once the new site was launched.  A local credit union that had been using a San Diego health-insurance broker saved $20,000 a month by switching to local firm Robert Wolf Insurance Services in Lancaster.  Dr. Suzanne Frye, owner of Frye Chiropractic, saved $6,000 a year in workers comp and business property insurance by switching from an industry association program to WCPA, a Quartz Hill insurance broker.  George’s Cleaners saved thousands of dollars a year by switching his credit card processing to a local company JMS Merchant Services.  

“We are making a major push now to encourage major employers to analyze their expenditures made outside the community and to see if they can shift their spending whenever possible to keep dollars here,” said Creative Concepts Owner Kevin Sanders, one of the founders of the Local First Coalition. Businesses are asked to look at purchases made in all areas from A to Z:  accounting and bookkeeping, advertising, automobile purchases and maintenance, business gifts, consulting, computers and supplies, financial services, Internet services, insurance, manufacturing and distribution, office furniture and equipment, office supplies, printing and duplication and sub-contracting.
